PARTNER IN PREVENTION EVENT

In honor of Child Abuse Awareness Month and Sexual Assault Awareness Month during
the month of April, SCARS (Saving Children and Revealing Secrets) and Centre Against
Abuse (CAA) united to hold a join event, Partner in Prevention on Friday, 26 April 2019.

The guest speaker, Kevin McNeil, a former Police Detective within the Special Victims
Unit in Atlanta spoke to a packed audience at BUHEFK. McNeil shared his story of

being sexually assaulted as a young student and holding onto the hurt and pain of the
assault for decaded-e shared that as a police officer, he often considered committing
suicide, because of the painful secret that he held inside of him. He shared that it was
while visiting a Child Advocacy Centre that he learned how to respectfully interview child
survivors of sexual assault, and this also helped him to reveal his own secret and start hi
path to healing and sharing awareness on this topic.

The event also honored Government Departments that have put prevention mechanisms
in place to decrease the risk of sexual assault, or who work on the frontlines to support
survivors of sexual assault.

The Government Departments that were saluted for their work with SCARS and
presented with a plague as a Partner in Prevention included:
